1. The competition will be run in accordance with Pony Club Eventing Rules (PCER) 2012.
2. All PC entries (except those from East Cheshire Branch members) must be signed by the District Commissioner/Branch Secretary.

3. All RC entries must be signed by the Riding Club member entering & include the riders 2012 membership number.

4. Horses/ponies to be at least 5 years old – 4 years for RC members. 
5. No rider may compete on more than one horse in any one class.

6. In the event of entries being oversubscribed, a waiting list will operate. Precedence will be given to PC members.
7. Subject to PCER 32, no entry fees will be considered for refund after closure of entries, unless on production of a valid veterinary certificate, in which case a £10 administration fee will be deducted from any refund. Entries withdrawn prior to the closing date will be subject to a £5 administration fee.

8. Late entries MAY be accepted at the sole discretion of the Organisers.

9. All competitors must declare to the Event secretary before commencing any phase of the competition.

10. Hats must comply with the current Pony Club minimum standards and be tagged prior to commencing any phase of the competition. Long hair to be netted. RC members: Protective headgear to at least EN1384 or PAS015 must be worn. (No fixed peak hats.) No electronic/timing devices to be carried whilst competing.
11. Any PC competitor wishing to wear spurs must carry a note of permission from their District Commissioner. (B test holders exempt.)

12. Body protectors and medical armbands* must be worn for the cross-country phase. Competitors wearing a “cage” type protector must inform the secretary on declaring. 

13. Dressage riders in Classes 2 & 3 are reminded that whips are NOT allowed.

14. Objections must be lodged in writing, with a £10 deposit, to the Event Secretary in accordance with PCER 5.

16. At all levels 4 refusals on the cross country means compulsory retirement.
