CONDITIONS OF ENTRY


Anyone practicing over the course in the two weeks prior to this event will be expected to run HC.


The competition will be run in accordance with the Pony Club Rules 2012. It is the rider’s responsibility to check tack rules and to abide by them. Rules available from � HYPERLINK "http://www.pcuk.org" �www.pcuk.org�  


All hats must be to Pony Club standard.


Back protectors must be worn for the XC phase. Wearers of WOOF lockable body protectors must lodge key with secretary.


Medical armbands must be worn for XC


Members wishing to wear spurs must have permission from their DC . This must be on a signed membership card.


All entries from visiting branches must be countersigned by the District Commissioner or Branch Secretary.


Non PC entrants must provide proof of public liability insurance with entry.


No horse or pony may compete in more than one class.


Dressage sheets will be available 30 minutes before presentation.  An s.a.e or 50p may be left with the secretary for sheets to be sent on.


No entry fee will be returned after the closing date of 10th June unless class full beforehand


Entries include first aid. There is a £10 returnable bib deposit


If event is cancelled £15 of entry fee will be retained.


Whilst a  technical elimination will not prevent participation  XC, incurring 24 penalties show jumping will result in elimination and no participation XC








HEALTH & SAFETY

AWARDS


An award will be presented to the winner of each section and  rosettes to 10th place


Best Dressage – rosettes to the highest dressage score in each section.


Best Tanatside – awards to the highest placed Tanatside member in each section.


Awards will be made as soon after the end of each class as possible.


All prize –winners are reminded that they are expected to attend prize giving correctly dressed.
