THE NFU MUTUAL NATIONAL QUIZ RULES 2015

GENERAL

TEAMS: Branch & Centre Teams must be made up of the following members:

· 1 member any age under 12 on 1st January 2015

· 1 member any age under 14 on 1st January 2015

· 1 member any age under 16 on 1st January 2015

· 1 member any age under 25 on 1st January 2015

N.B. A team may consist (e.g. 4 members under 12). In this case they would be asked to nominate which member of their team will answer the more advanced questions).

ELIGIBILITY: Branches and Centres from every Area are invited to compete in their Area Qualifier(s). Details of the Area qualifiers can be obtained from the Area Representative.

The highest placed Branch and highest placed Centre from each Area will qualify for the National Final. Should the qualifying team be unable or not wish to attend, qualification may be passed down the line to the next team able to attend. Apart from the one team member who holds the AH test all other team members may hold up to and including the ‘B’ test.

THE FINAL

ENTRIES: Entries must be received in The Pony Club Office by Friday, 27th March, 2015. The organiser reserves the right to refuse any late entries.

SECTIONS: The competition will be split into two sections; the Branch section and the Centre section. Teams in both sections will answer the same questions.

ROUNDS: There will be 8 Rounds in 2 Phases. Some rounds will be answered as a team, the practical round will be answered individually and another round answered in pairs. All answers to

be written.

POINTS: There will be a maximum of 30 points available per round.

BREAKS: There will be a lunch break between Phase A and B and a 10 minute break at the end of the Quiz before announcing the results and awarding the prizes.

PRIZES: The winning team in each section will receive:

· A Perpetual Silver National Quiz Salver

· Winning small salver and sash to each team Member

· NFU Mutual prizes will be awarded to 1st – 3rd placed teams

· Placing rosettes will be awarded to 1st to 10th Teams

· All competitors will receive commemorative rosettes
