8.       Objections must be lodged in writing with a £10 deposit, to the Secretary within 10 minutes of the results being published
9.    Competitors wishing to wear spurs must carry a note of permission from their DC
10.    No entry fee will be refunded after the closing date for entries, unless a valid veterinary certificate can be provided
