CHESHIRE SHIELD HORSE TRIALS

PUBLIC LIABILITY (3RD PARTY) INSURANCE REQUIREMENT


1. What is public liability (PL) insurance?
Public Liability insurance provides cover for any third party injury or property damage that arises out of your legal liability/negligence as a competitor, where you are riding for recreational purposes. A third party is someone other than the insurance company (the 1st party) and yourself (the second party) and would therefore cover everybody else present at the event and their property. It is a requirement of entry that all riders have some form of public liability insurance. 
2. I am a current member of the Pony Club, do I need public liability insurance?
You are automatically covered as a member of the Pony Club – see Pony Club statement below.
3. Do I need to prove my membership?
You should have done so on entering by asking your District Commissioner/Branch Secretary to sign your entry form to that effect.

4. I am a current BE member, do I need public liability insurance?
You are automatically covered as a full member of British Eventing – see BE statement below. If you do earn income from your equestrian activities, you must declare this and provide proof of personal PL insurance no later than upon declaration. See extract from BE website below.  
5. Do I need to prove my BE membership?
You have already confirmed your membership on the entry form by providing your current BE membership number. You may be required to produce your current membership card on the day – please have it with you when you declare. 
6. I am a current Riding Club (RC) member; do I need public liability insurance?
Unfortunately the situation with RC members is not so simple inasmuch as their PL liability insurance only covers them at RC events. You must therefore either be (or become) a BHS Gold member or take out personal PL insurance. See extracts from BHS RC website below. 
7. Do I need to prove my RC membership?
You will have already confirmed your membership on the entry form by providing your current RC member number. You will be required to produce your BHS Gold membership card or proof of personal PL insurance no later than upon declaration. You are strongly advised to do this well in advance of the competition to avoid disappointment. 
8. What about personal accident insurance?
Personal accident insurance is a matter for each individual competitor and, whilst advisable, it is not a condition of entry. 
Pony Club Insurance Information

Members of The Pony Club are covered by Third Party Public Liability Insurance up to £30 million. This cover exists 24 hours a day, seven days a week. Members are insured for legal liability for any accidental bodily injury or property damage caused to a Third Party arising out of the use or keeping of their own or a borrowed or hired horse or pony, provided that the horse or pony is primarily for the use of the Member. The cover extends to cover anyone riding a Member’s horse or pony with the Member’s (or parent’s) permission if they have no cover elsewhere. (The Pony Club’s existing Liability Insurance Policy runs until June 30, 2015. It is the firm intention of The Pony Club to renew the Policy, subject to acceptable terms being offered by the underwriters).
The £30 million Liability Insurance cover provided to Pony Club Members represents outstanding value. If a child were to be knocked down by a horse, and suffered permanent injury, the compensation awarded by the courts could exceed£10 million. Since the typical Household Insurance Policy has a maximum Public Liability limit of £2 million, with cover more specifically designed for small domestic animals and the policy conditions being much more restrictive than under the Pony Club Policy, the owner of the horse could well be facing personal bankruptcy if they rely on a Household Policy for their Liability Insurance.

BE Public/Third Party Liability Insurance

Public/Third Party Liability Insurance
Who is covered?
Full Members of British Eventing who do not earn income from their equestrian activities. Members who do earn such income are strongly advised to ensure that they have adequate insurance cover of their own. 
This policy is underwritten by Mitsui Sumitomo Insurance Group and if you have any queries regarding the policy, please call the Marsh Insurance Helpline on 0845 604 1065.
What is covered?
Personal Liability to pay compensation arising from your personal equestrian activities which you become legally liable to pay following an accident anywhere in the world involving death or injury to other people or loss or damage to their property. The maximum payment for all claims arising out of one incident is £20 million. (This cover shall not apply to liability more specifically insured under any other insurance.)
