2. Branches entering more than one team in any one class must clearly identify their Winter League Team and teams to be named to distinguish.

3. Classes 3 and 5 – Spring Festival Qualifier to be run in accordance with The Pony Club SJ Rules 2020 & The Pony Club Spring Festival SJ Rules. See below for rules summary.
4. Classes 5 & 7 will also be single-phase as described at 1 above.

Spring Festival Competition and Rules Summary
Qualifying Stages

There will be up to three stages of the Show Jumping Spring Festival in England and Wales: 

1. Preliminary Rounds for Show Jumping are held between August and March to enable competitors to qualify for their Area Competition.

2. Area Competitions for Show Jumping will be held in March for those who qualified at a Preliminary Round.

3. Those who were successful at their Area Competition will go forward to the Championships.

All Dates

Prelim Rounds will run from the 1st October 2020 - 28th February 2021
(Prelim Rounds can now also take place at British Show Jumping Club Classes: 90cm) 
Area Competitions will run from 1st March 2021 - 31st March 2021
Championships - Arena UK 10/11th April 2021
NOTE:

Preliminary Rounds will run in accordance with 2020 Pony Club Show Jumping Rule book. All Area Competitions and the Championships will run in accordance with the 2021 Pony Club Show Jumping Rule book
DEBUT ELIGIBILITY 
Combination of horse/pony and rider are NOT eligible if they have: 

• Represented their Branch/Centre at PC100 (Intermediate) or above at Summer Area Qualifiers for The Pony Club Show Jumping Championships 

• Been placed 1st – 3rd as INDIVIDUAL in the PC90 (Novice) or above Pony Club Show Jumping Championships 

Rider is NOT eligible if they have: 

• Previously competed at the Winter Series Open Grand Prix Championships; or 

• The Pony Club Show Jumping Final at Hickstead 

PC CHALLENGE ELIGIBILITY 
Combination of horse/pony and rider are NOT eligible if they have: 

• Represented their Branch/Centre at PC110 (Open) Summer Area Qualifiers for The Pony Club Show Jumping Championships (this does not include any other classes held in conjunction with the Area Qualifier) 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION 
Combination of horse/pony and rider CAN qualify for both the Debut Championships and PC Challenge Championships in the same year but CANNOT also qualify for the Open Grand Prix Final. 

Riders CANNOT compete at the Debut Area Competition and the Open Grand Prix Area Competition in the same year.

Pony Club members and non-members may compete at Preliminary Rounds in any Area. Non-members must become fully paid up members to compete at their Area Competition.

A Member may compete at Preliminary Rounds in any Area, but they MUST go to their own Area Competition.

SUBSTITUTIONS of horse/pony or rider will not be accepted at Area Competitions or at the Championships.
SADDLERY AND DRESS - At Preliminary Round Competitions either The Pony Club or B.S.J.A. Rules apply. 
The Pony Club Saddlery and Dress rules apply at Area Competitions and the Championships.

PASSING DOWN THE LINE
In the event of a competitor being placed in a qualifying position when they have already qualified for the Area Competition the place may pass down the line provided that the next placed combination has jumped a clear round in the first round.
